School Rules

Students are not allowed to make or receive phone calls on their personal cell phones during the instructional day.  Students are not allowed to send text messages or check their cell phones during class or in the hallways between classes.  If a student attempts to use a cell phone during class, it will be confiscated and turned into the main office until it can be picked up by a parent or guardian.  The school will not conduct a search for lost or stolen electronic devices.

C. Grades
    For most units there will be one test, one quiz, and one lab/project along with homework and participation grades. There will be extra credit opportunities throughout the semester if you have kept up with work. Major tests include the midterm (taken in January) and the cumulative final exam. The grade breakdown will be as follows: 
· 70% formal assessments (Tests, major quizzes, major projects, major assignments, major labs)

· 30% informal assessments (Minor quizzes, minor projects, homework, minor labs, participation)
